More Supplies
Oil Painting – Cleaning
·  “The Masters” Brush Cleaner and Preserver – And/or a cake of mild soap in a tub. Good for cleaning all types of brushes, in all conditions.

· For Hand soap – Any pumice soap like Lava is good. Can be found for less cost in hardware stores.

Oil Painting – Canvas

· Krylon Workable Fixative – Acetone-based spray used for preserving pencil, graphite and charcoal drawing and preventing smudging. Allows for further work on art surface after use. Highly flammable and toxic. Use in well-ventilated areas or outside.

· Kleen Strip – Or any brand of odorless Mineral Spirits – Good for both preliminary brush cleaner and paint thinner. Also found in most hardware stores and less expensive than turpentine.

· Artists’ Painting Medium – Made by Winsor & Newton. A linseed oil and petroleum-based fluid. Used as a surface glaze and to dilute oil paint while working.*
 

· Gesso – A white water-based liquid about the consistency of tempera paint used to coat a painting canvas to make an opaque and non-absorbent surface for painting with oils and acrylics. Can also be applied to non-canvas surfaces, such as Masonite boards, paper, wood and others. *
Not necessary in pre-stretched canvases bought in art stores.

· Suggested list of basic paint colors (Acrylic and Oil) – 
   Ultramarine blue
   Cadmiums (yellow, medium red), 
   Brown Umbers (burnt, raw)
   Yellow ocher
   Dioxin purple
   Rose Madder
   Quinacridone Rose
   Sap and Bright green.
   A large tube of either soft mixing or Titanium white. 
   Black*
· Surface – either canvas board or stretched canvas. Any standard size; large enough to work on, not too large to carry (16” x 20”, 20” x 24, suggested sizes).

· Brushes – A suggested variety of shapes and sizes:
   2 large size – Flats (even square-edged) and Brights (like flats, only shorter) 
   2 medium size – Flat and Filbert (rounded edge)
   2 small size – Filbert and Flat or Bright
   2 outline, detail brushes (for later use) – Round (pointed tip) and Filbert.
·  Pallet knife – one large, one small. For mixing colors and spreading thick
   layers of paint on canvas.

· Pencils (#2), vine charcoal or conte sticks – for rendering sketches on canvas prior to painting.

· Soft wiping and cleaning rags -- (cotton – more absorbent than synthetic fabrics) *


· Latex or vinyl gloves – Protects hand from chemicals and makes cleanup easier. Discard able after single use. *
